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The Apostle Paul reminds us that we are part of one body, each of us and all
of us. The gifts we offer in Jesus’ name are all needed, each of them and all of
them. Together, the body of Christ accomplishes many things through the
gifts we share.

Creator God, you made each of us in our uniqueness, and together, you
made all of us to bear your image in the world. Accept our gifts, unique as
they are, and bless them for the sake of your Son, Jesus. May they bear his
grace and mercy into the world you love so your purposes will be fulfilled.
